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1. Introduction

The political and security transformations that have taken place in the Middle East
over the past two decades have provided fertile ground for the emergence and
expansion of extremist movements and terrorist organizations. Among these groups,
the so-called Islamic State of Iraq and Syria (ISIS) emerged as one of the most
influential, violent, and complex terrorist organizations in contemporary history. By
exploiting political instability, security vacuums, sectarian tensions, and weak state
institutions, ISIS was able to seize large territories in Iraq and Syria and significantly
alter the regional security landscape. The group's rapid expansion not only threatened
the sovereignty and territorial integrity of regional states but also challenged the
existing security architecture of the Middle East and attracted the attention of major
international actors. Unlike traditional terrorist organizations, ISIS represented a
transnational ideological movement that sought to establish a political and social
order based on its radical interpretation of Islamic teachings. In addition to military
operations, the organization employed sophisticated propaganda techniques, social
media platforms, psychological warfare, and digital communication technologies to
recruit members, disseminate its ideology, and strengthen its regional and global
influence. Consequently, understanding the origins, ideological foundations,
organizational structure, and expansion strategies of ISIS has become an important
subject in the fields of international relations, security studies, and Middle Eastern
politics. The emergence of ISIS was not the result of a single factor but rather the
outcome of a combination of political, social, economic, religious, regional, and
international developments. The weakening of state institutions, sectarian
polarization, foreign interventions, legitimacy crises, and the spread of Salafi-
jihadist ideologies all contributed to the rise of the organization. Therefore, this study
seeks to provide a comprehensive analysis of the factors that contributed to the
emergence of ISIS at the domestic, regional, and international levels.

2.Conceptual Framework

This study adopts the levels-of-analysis approach as its principal theoretical
framework. Within international relations scholarship, levels of analysis constitute
one of the most significant methodological tools for explaining political phenomena
and identifying causal relationships. Political developments are rarely produced by
a single variable; rather, they result from the interaction of multiple factors operating
at different levels of analysis. Consequently, a comprehensive explanation of the
emergence of ISIS requires an analytical framework capable of integrating domestic,
regional, and international variables. The levels-of-analysis approach enables
researchers to identify the sources of political behavior and to examine how different
variables interact in shaping political outcomes. At the domestic level, factors such
as state weakness, governance failures, sectarian divisions, political exclusion, and
socioeconomic grievances are considered. At the regional level, geopolitical
rivalries, proxy wars, transnational ideological networks, and regional instability are
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examined. At the international level, foreign interventions, transformations in the
international system, globalization, and the diffusion of communication technologies
are analyzed as contributing factors. By employing this framework, the study avoids
reductionist explanations and instead adopts a multidimensional perspective that
recognizes the interconnected nature of the factors responsible for the emergence of
ISIS. The levels-of-analysis framework therefore provides a useful theoretical
foundation for understanding the complex political and security dynamics that
facilitated the rise of the organization.

3.Methodology

This research employs a qualitative and descriptive-analytical methodology based
on documentary and library research. Data were collected from academic books,
scholarly journals, policy reports, security studies, and relevant literature on
terrorism, regional security, and Middle Eastern politics. The study seeks to identify
and analyze the most significant factors contributing to the emergence and expansion
of ISIS by examining existing scholarly debates and empirical evidence.The
analytical process is organized according to the levels-of-analysis framework.
Variables are categorized into three principal dimensions: domestic, regional, and
international. This categorization allows for a systematic examination of the
interaction among different explanatory factors. Rather than focusing exclusively on
ideological or military explanations, the study adopts an interdisciplinary perspective
that integrates insights from international relations, political science, security
studies, and regional studies. Through comparative analysis and critical evaluation
of the existing literature, the research seeks to determine how structural conditions
and political processes combined to facilitate the rise of ISIS. This methodological
approach provides a comprehensive understanding of the phenomenon and allows
for the identification of broader patterns relevant to the study of terrorism and
regional instability.

4. Results & Discussion

The emergence of ISIS was the result of a complex interaction among domestic,
regional, and international factors that collectively created a favorable environment
for the growth and expansion of the organization. From the perspective of the levels-
of-analysis framework, no single variable can adequately explain the rise of ISIS.
Rather, the organization emerged within a multidimensional context characterized
by state fragility, political instability, sectarian divisions, regional rivalries, and
transformations in the international security environment .At the domestic level, the
weakening of state institutions in Iraq and Syria played a crucial role in facilitating
the emergence of ISIS. The collapse of governance structures, the erosion of political
legitimacy, widespread corruption, economic hardship, and the exclusion of certain
social and political groups generated deep grievances that could be exploited by
extremist actors. The inability of governments to provide security and effective
public services enabled ISIS to present itself as an alternative source of authority and



governance. Sectarian tensions and ethnic divisions further intensified social
fragmentation and created opportunities for extremist mobilization .At the regional
level, geopolitical competition and persistent conflicts significantly influenced the
development of ISIS. The Syrian civil war and the deteriorating security situation in
Iraq created extensive ungoverned spaces that enabled the organization to establish
territorial control and expand its operational capabilities. Regional rivalries and
proxy conflicts contributed to instability and facilitated the movement of fighters,
resources, and extremist ideas across borders. The diffusion of radical ideological
narratives throughout the region further strengthened the organization’s capacity to
recruit supporters and legitimize its activities At the international level, foreign
interventions and structural changes within the international system also played a
significant role. The consequences of the 2003 invasion of Iraq contributed to the
fragmentation of state authority and weakened institutional structures. Furthermore,
globalization and technological developments provided ISIS with unprecedented
opportunities to employ digital communication, social media platforms, and online
propaganda to disseminate its ideology and recruit supporters from around the world.
The organization’s ability to combine military operations with sophisticated media
strategies significantly enhanced its influence and appeal.Overall, the analysis
demonstrates that ISIS was not merely a terrorist organization but also an ideological
and political project that sought to establish an alternative socio-political order. Its
emergence reflected deeper crises related to governance, legitimacy, identity, and
regional security within the contemporary Middle East.

5.Conclusions & Suggestions

The study concludes that the emergence of ISIS was the product of interconnected
processes operating at domestic, regional, and international levels. State weakness,
political exclusion, sectarian polarization, regional instability, foreign interventions,
and technological transformations collectively contributed to the rise of the
organization. Consequently, the phenomenon cannot be adequately explained
through single-cause approaches or exclusively security-oriented perspectives.

The levels-of-analysis framework demonstrates that a comprehensive understanding
of ISIS requires attention to the interaction between internal vulnerabilities, regional
dynamics, and international structural conditions. The findings suggest that military
responses alone are insufficient to address the root causes of extremist movements.
Sustainable solutions require strengthening state institutions, promoting inclusive
governance, reducing sectarian tensions, encouraging regional cooperation, and
countering extremist ideological narratives. Ultimately, the case of ISIS illustrates
how contemporary terrorist organizations emerge from the intersection of political,
social, economic, and ideological crises. Understanding these multidimensional
dynamics is essential for explaining the rise of ISIS and for developing more
effective strategies to prevent the emergence of similar organizations in the future..
